In early 2004 the District purchased 1663 Wilkinson Road from Highways for $105,000.00. 
The District has spent on engineering and well costs a total of $116,800.91. Total cost on 
the books is $221,800.91. 

In 2009, Island Health issued NCID source approval with a list of conditions. The two main 
conditions were as follows: 

The "Well" can only be used during dry weather (May-October) 
The "Well" must be decommissioned when nitrate levels reach 8.0 mg/1 (8 
active sewage disposal systems between the well and the river, all within the 
wellhead capture zone. 

The appraised value on November 2010 is $215,000. 

The Assessed value at October 2013 was $313,000. 2016 Assessment is $289,000. 

In 2014 the Board put the property on the market at the assessed value of $313,000. The 
district did not receive any offers and the realtor suggested that the district consider a 
reduction to $259,900. In 2015 the Board dropped the price to $295,000. The district did 
not receive any offers. The district allowed the listing to expire in the fall of 2015, as this 
property is in a flood plain, most of the property could be under water during the winter. 

In 2015 the District contacted the RDN to see if they would be interested in purchasing the 
property for park land, they declined. 

With the new "Water Sustainability Act", Tim Bilyk, verbally advised last week, that Island 
Health will never approve a well site on this property to be used for a community water.

Current North Cedar Improvement District Projects 

a) The Bench-Scale Treatability Study was to Island Health (IH) May 31, 2016 and 
Murray Sexton from IH has confirmed receipt of the report (email from Murray 
June 17, 2016). Due to workload issues and other priorities they have not been 
able to review the report. Once they have had a chance to review the Technical 
Memorandum, and Island Health is in a position to discuss the report, they will 
contact Associated Engineering and NCID for further discussions if needed. 

b) Murray reiterated that it is important for NCID to continue to correspond with Tim 
Bilyk, Environmental Health Officer and delegated Drinking Water Officer for this 
water system, with any and all updates on the progress being made on this water 
system in order to meet any milestones and deadlines contained within NCID's 
Operating Permit. We have prepared an email to send to Tim and will review the 
content of it with Heather the week of July 11. 

The next milestone date is January 31, 2018. At this time the water treatment 
plant is to be complete and operational. We are currently reviewing and 
preparing an updated schedule for completing detail design, tendering, 
construction and commissioning of the new plant. The first step is to complete a 
field survey of the area for the proposed treatment plant site in order to produce a 
base plan. This should occur in the next couple of months and we need access 
to the proposed site in order to meet the final milestone date. 
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c) We completed the topographical surveys for the emergency connection site and 
a base plan has been produced. We have obtained as built information, 
corresponded with the City of Nanaimo and are currently preparing design 
drawings for the connection. The design drawing will be submitted to NCID for 
review and approval then to the City of Nanaimo for their acceptance. Once this 
complete and as stated in our November 24, 2015 letter proposal, we would 
review construction requirements with Joe Woolls for the installation of the works. 

d) We are assisting NCID in the preparation and submittal of the new Groundwater 
Licence Application. This is an online process and quite onerous. We should 
have our portion complete by July 8, 2016. 

2. New Applications to connect to NCID Water System 

a) We have prepared a fee estimates for preliminary engineering studies for 
connection to the NCID system for 2905 Barnes Road that will also border 
Aquarian Place and for Lot B of 1661 Can in Road. The proponents have been 
advised that they have until July 6, 2016 to deposit the requested funds in order 
to maintain their position in the application list. As of July 6, 2016 we have not 
been advised that the fee deposit has been received by NCID. 

b) No Change in status since May 2015 Report for the Woobank Subdivision. 

There has been very little word from the Contractor regarding the Woobank 
subdivision and we have just been advised that they are currently working on a 
hydro re-design. Once they have resolved the hydro issue, it is their intention to 
complete all remaining items. This includes finalizing the pressure test, 
disinfecting the main and bacteriological test and submitting the as built 
drawings. Once these activities are complete and to our satisfaction, we will be 
able to issue a Letter of Acceptance of Works.
